Medical Policies and Authoriza�on 

1. Medical Emergency. In the event of Camper’s illness, injury, and/or accident (“Medical Emergency”), I
authorize and give express permission for MoPOP to do any or all of the following:

a. Seek necessary medical care for Camper including approving any and all non-emergency and emergency
treatment for the Medical Emergency and signing medical release(s) and/or required forms on my behalf.

b. If neither I nor the Emergency Contact(s) provided in the Required Camper Informa�on Form can be
reached, MoPOP may authorize:

i. any treatment that may be ordered for the Medical Emergency by the physician and/or den�st in
atendance including any and all medical, dental, and surgical examina�ons, opera�ons, treatment,
and all other related care, which includes, but is not limited to, the administra�on of drugs, tests,
anesthesia, and/or blood transfusions;

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ii. the release of medical report(s) pertaining to the Medical Emergency to any doctor or agency; and 
 

iii. the admission of Camper to the hospital for the Medical Emergency. 

I assume complete responsibility and liability for all costs and expenses of the Medical Emergency including any care 
authorized by MoPOP under this Release. 

2. Medica�on Administra�on. If Camper requires medica�on, whether prescrip�on or nonprescrip�on 
(“Medica�on”), I authorize and, pursuant to this Release, give express writen permission for MoPOP to administer 
medica�on to Camper in accordance with the informa�on provided in the Required Camper Informa�on Form 
subject to the following: 
 
a. Injectables/Procedures. I understand that in certain circumstances, MoPOP may not be able to administer 

certain Medica�ons, like injectables (except for EpiPens) or perform certain procedures, like blood glucose 
tes�ng. In such instances, MoPOP will make reasonable efforts to coordinate alterna�ve op�ons in advance. 
 

b. Prescrip�on Medica�on. Prescrip�on Medica�on will only be given to the Camper named on the 
prescrip�on. Prescrip�on Medica�on must be labeled with: (1) Camper’s Legal First and Last name, (2) the 
date the prescrip�on was filled, (3) the name and contact informa�on of the prescribing health professional, 
(4) the expira�on date, (5) dosage amount, (6) length of �me to give the Medica�on, and (7) instruc�ons 
for administra�on and storage. If the Medica�on packaging label does not include any of the above, then 
writen authoriza�on from a health care provider with prescrip�ve authority and explicit instruc�ons must 
be provided by you to MoPOP. 
 

c. Nonprescrip�on Medica�on. Nonprescrip�on Medica�on (including over-the-counter vitamins, herbal 
supplements, fluoride supplements, homeopathic or naturopathic medica�on, and teething gels or tablets) 
must be brought to MoPOP in its original packaging with expira�on date and labeled with the Camper’s first 
and last name. MoPOP will only administer nonprescrip�on Medica�on to the Camper named on the label 
and in accordance with the instruc�ons on the label. 
 

d. Medica�on Training. If the administra�on of any Medica�on requires training for any reason, MoPOP will 
NOT administer Medica�on un�l you are able to train a designated MoPOP staff member. MoPOP may 
require you to sign an addi�onal release pertaining specifically to the Medica�on training. 
 

Addi�onal Releases and Limita�on of Liability 

This Release will be used by MoPOP, the event holders, sponsors, and organizers of the ac�vi�es in which Camper 
may par�cipate, and you acknowledge and agree to the following: 
 
3. General Release. I fully and forever release and hold harmless MoPOP from, and expressly waive, any 
liability, damages, ac�ons, claims, and demands that may arise from Camper’s par�cipa�on in the Program. 
 
4. Assump�on of Risk: I understand the dangers and risks that may result from Camper’s par�cipa�on in the 
Program including, falls, fractures, contrac�on of infec�ous diseases, misbehavior of others, and other unforeseen 
hazards and risks, all of which may result in injury or loss of life to Camper or damage to Camper’s personal property. 
I fully assume these risks, including those caused by simple negligence of MoPOP, and release all claims held by me, 
my spouse, all guardian(s) of Camper, and Camper arising from Camper’s par�cipa�on in the Program. 
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5. Assump�on of Financial Risk. MoPOP is not responsible for, and has no obliga�on to provide financial or 
other assistance, including but not limited to medical, health, or disability insurance of any kind in the event of 
camper’s injury, illness, or death, or damage to or loss of camper’s person or property. 

 
Addi�onally, I authorize and give express, writen permission for MoPOP to do any or all of the following (ini�al all 
that apply): 
 
6. Self-Checkout Release. Please ini�al if you do NOT require Camper to be accompanied by you or an adult 
designated by you when they check out from the Program: 
 

Ini�al I authorize Camper to checkout from the Program independently without being accompanied by you 
or any adult designated by you. I acknowledge that MoPOP is only responsible for Camper while 
Camper is on MoPOP property during the Program. 

 
7. Public Transit Release. Please ini�al if Camper will be u�lizing public transporta�on to commute to and/or 
from the Program at any �me: 
 

Ini�al I authorize Camper to take public transporta�on to and from the Program without being 
accompanied by an adult. I acknowledge that MoPOP is not responsible for walking Camper to and 
from the bus stop and is only responsible for Camper while Camper is on MoPOP property during 
the Program. 

 
8. Photo Release. During the Program, Camper may be photographed and/or recorded by MoPOP for internal 
use and to promote MoPOP’s programs and educa�onal offerings. Agreeing to this Photo Release is not required for 
Camper to atend Program. 
 

Ini�al I authorize MoPOP to use Camper’s voice, visual likeness, photographs, artwork, audiovisual 
materials, musical composi�ons, performance and/or sound recordings (“Materials”) in connec�on 
with MoPOP’s ac�vi�es and/or mission as determined by MoPOP in its sole discre�on including but 
not limited to, promo�on and publicity of MoPOP and of its programs through various media outlets, 
including but not limited to local, regional, and na�onal newspapers, television programs, magazines, 
websites, social media networks, and brochures. I release MoPOP, its agents, employees, licensees, 
and assigns from all claims I may have now or in the future for use of the Materials as outlined above. 

 

Miscellaneous 

9. Indemnifica�on. I will indemnify and hold harmless MoPOP and its officers, employees, and representa�ves 
from any injuries (including disability or death), liabili�es, damages, demands, and expenses, including atorneys’ 
fees, incurred by MoPOP and me, arising from Camper’s atendance and par�cipa�on in the Program. 
 
10. MoPOP Cancella�on. In the event of any occurrence beyond MoPOP’s reasonable control including weather-
related (ex: storms, floods, inclement weather), acts of government (ex: riots, war, interrup�on of transporta�on, 
strikes or other labor issues), natural disasters (ex: fire, storms, earthquakes), or pandemics, epidemics or other 
situa�ons, MoPOP reserves the right to cancel the Program in whole or in part and will not be liable to me for any 
such cancella�on. Addi�onally, MoPOP reserves the right to cancel a Program for insufficient enrollment. If MoPOP 
cancels the Program due to insufficient enrollment, the pro-rata por�on of tui�on paid and not used will be refunded 
to me, if applicable. 

 
11. General. This release is the en�re understanding between me and MoPOP and is binding upon and will inure 
to the benefit of each party’s respec�ve successors and/or assigns. If any term or provision is found to be invalid or 
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unenforceable, the remainder of this Release will have full force and effect, and invalid term(s) and/or provision(s) 
will be modified, or par�ally enforced, to the maximum extent permited by Washington State law. Any changes to 
the release must be made in wri�ng. MoPOP may assign or transfer this release at any �me. Each party may sign this 
Release using an electronic or handwriten signature, which will have equal effect, whether on original or electronic 
copies. Failure to enforce any rights under this Release will not affect a party’s rights under this Release. This Release 
is governed by the laws in the state of Washington, without regard to conflicts of law provisions, and the par�es' 
consent to the exclusive jurisdic�on and venue in the state and federal courts in King County, Washington. 

I am the parent or legal guardian of Camper. I have read the above terms and condi�ons and agree to be bound 
by them. Further, I have the legal right to consent to this Release and, by signing below, I hereby consent in all 
respects to the terms of this Release.

Exhibit A 

Program Policies 
 

Camper Expecta�ons 
MoPOP is proud to be an inclusive space that welcomes people of all ages, gender expressions, races, cultures, sexual 
orienta�ons, religions, and abili�es. We encourage the full expression of oneself, and we insist on safety, respect, 
and consent. We use inclusive language. We don’t assume people’s pronouns. We respect people’s physical space. 
At MoPOP, everyone is responsible for their own interac�ons with others. Discrimina�on, harassment, and bullying 
of any kind will not be tolerated. In short, we will be good to each other. 
 
Registra�on Policies 
Only one Camper per registra�on is allowed and only the Camper may be present during the Program unless an adult 
is designated as an accessibility aid or para-professional for the Camper. 
 
Program registra�on will remain open un�l the first day of the Program, or un�l the Program is full, whichever occurs 
first. MoPOP processes registra�ons within two (2) business days in the order they are received. Scholarship 
reserva�ons may take up to ten (10) business days to process, but spots are held at �me of order comple�on. If we 
have any ques�ons regarding your registra�on, we will contact you within five (5) business days. Once your 
registra�on is successfully processed, you will receive an order confirma�on via email. An email with Program details 
will be sent to you approximately 3-4 weeks before a Program begins. 
 
Once you have registered, please submit this Release for each Camper to educa�on@mopop.org. If you need to 
make changes to your permissions, medical informa�on, or any other informa�on on this Release, please resubmit 
this Release and/or the Required Camper Informa�on form. This informa�on will remain on file with MoPOP for one 
year. 
 
Scholarships 
Par�al and full scholarships are available for MoPOP camp programs. Scholarships are available on a first-come, first-
served basis for a limited number of Campers.  
 
To register using a scholarship spot reserva�on, follow the steps below during the registra�on process: 
• Click “Register” for the Program your Camper wishes to atend. 
• In the drop-down next to “scholarship spot reserva�on,” select the number of Campers you wish to register. 
• Complete your order following the remaining prompts.

You will be no�fied within ten business days a�er comple�ng your order and scholarship form. Par�al scholarships 
covering 25% of Program tui�on must have the remaining tui�on paid in full three weeks prior to the beginning of 
the selected Program or spot will be released. 
 
Installment Plans 
Installment plans are available regardless of financial need. All installments must be received by the deadline. If 
tui�on is not paid in full by the deadline, any installments paid will be fully refunded and the Program spot will be 
released.

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Camper Cancella�on Policy 
If you wish to cancel your registra�on, please no�fy us. If you cancel at least two weeks before Program begins, you 
will receive a full refund, minus a $50 administra�on fee. 
 
If you cancel your registra�on with less than the required no�ce, no refund will be given. MoPOP does not offer 
prorated tui�on. 
 
Atendance Policy 
Except for illness or an emergency, Campers are expected to atend every scheduled Program day. Campers who are 
repeatedly tardy or absent, may be removed from the Program at MoPOP’s sole discre�on. If Camper will be absent 
or late, please no�fy MoPOP staff in advance by emailing  educa�on@mopop.org.  
 
Pick Up/Drop Off Procedures 
MoPOP staff will check the ID of all persons listed as a designated pick-up, and MoPOP staff will check IDs at each 
pick-up, no excep�ons. You may add people to your designated pick-up list by providing that person’s first and last 
name via email to educa�on@mopop.org. 
 
• Drop-off is from 8:45 am – 9:00 am. To check in, please bring your Camper to the group entrance located at the 

Harrison Street turnaround on the north side of the building. MoPOP staff will be wai�ng to greet you and your 
camper. 

• Pick-up is from 4:00 – 4:15 pm at the same loca�on as drop-off (the group entrance located at the Harrison 
Street turnaround on the north side of the building). You will need to show your ID at each pick-up, regardless 
of whether MoPOP staff has already checked your ID at a previous pick-up. If you need to pick up your camper 
early, please make arrangements with MoPOP staff in advance. 

 
Late Pick-up Policy 
If you are running late, please call MoPOP staff at 206-262-3239. 
 
If you are more than 15 minutes late to pick up a Camper, you will be automa�cally charged $12/late pick-up for each 
late pick up to the card on file. You may also arrange to pay the fee upon late arrival. 
 
Inclement Weather 
MoPOP will contact you via email or phone as soon as possible regarding Program cancela�ons due to inclement 
weather or other reasons. We are not able to reschedule make-up classes or offer any refunds for classes canceled 
due to circumstances beyond MoPOP’s reasonable control.

Campers should wear comfortable clothing that allows for a full range of movement. Campers need to bring their 
own lunches, water botles, and snacks.
